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Dear Ms. Hultberg:

Your April 13, 2005 “e-mail” to Ms. Dupre has been referred to me as I have advised the
college district on this matter since it first came to the attention of college administrators several
years ago. ' ’

Your letter contains several inaccurate statements which I would like to correct:

1. It is not true that the college “did nothing, just covered everything up.” I spent
considerable time reviewing the allegations, reviewing police reports, and advising college
administrators on the limits of student discipline that are set forth in the Education Code. (See
Section 76034 in particular).

My review of the record lead me to believe that the college district lacked disciplinary
jurisdiction with respect to Ms. White’s private conduct and I so advised the college
administrators.

[ also advised the college administrators as to compliance with the terms of Ms. White’s
probation.

2. . Nancy Chin’s statement adheres to the advice previously given to her and is not a
lie.

3. It is not true that Ms. White can be denied admission because she has been
convicted of a crime. Under California law a criminal conviction does not preclude any person
from attending a public community college nor from being active in student government.
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4. [t is not true that administrators have “covered up” your allegations against Ms.
White. Under Education Code sections 76200 et seq., student records are confidential. Thus, the
college district is not able to publicly disclose any matter that falls within the broad definition of
student records set forth in Section 76200.

5. It is not true that Dean Frongia knew about the allegations or conviction of Ms.
White.

In the context of your letter the statements you have made about identifiable college
employees appear to be defamatory and you should consult with legal counsel before repeating
them.
